Vision Statement:   To know Christ and make Christ known through Episcopal ministries on campuses in the Diocese of Kansas.

Mission Statement:  To cultivate ministry communities rooted in God’s radical love, where all students are invited to worship, grow, and serve.  

 General goal areas (each campus ministry will be engaged in):

1) Worship/Prayer—

Each campus ministry will be engaged in weekly community worship, each student will take seriously their own personal prayer life.

2) Formation—

Each campus ministry will offer weekly formation small groups, to be lead by peer ministers, and each student will be encouraged to commit to one of these small group offerings.

3) Hospitality—

Each campus ministry will gather weekly to break bread and practice the radical welcome we receive in Christ.

3) Evangelism—

Each campus ministry will actively invite the wider campus community to know the good news of God in Christ through our programs and fellowship.

4) Service/Outreach—

Each campus ministry will engage God’s mission of campassion, justice, and reconciliation through local, national, and/or international outreach efforts.
